Read the prices of items from supermarket
advertisement or grocery shopping list. Encourage
pupils to write the prices in dollars and cents and in
decimal notation. For example, we say $3.40 as 3
dollars and 40 cents. Play games like monopoly to
reinforce concept.

Emphasize that the dollars and cents are to be read
and added separately; we cannot add cents to
dollars and vice-versa straightaway without
converting them to the same units.

e Although sometimes $2.50 is read as two-
fifty, it does not mean we can add them
straight-away as in 2 + 50 = 250)

Use different combinations of money to make up a
given amount. For example, $2 can be made up of
two $1 coins, four 50 cents coins, etc. Encourage
pupils to write in different ways. For example 2
dollars can be written as $2, $2.00, 200 cents.

Use money to add and subtract. Encourage pupils
to guess how much the grocery will cost altogether
and guess the change while shopping.

Get pupils to write up a shopping list for dinner, for
example when given $50. Calculate cost of grocery
and calculate change if any.

e Write $25.50 instead of $25.5. Some
supermarkets/shops may be using this
notation. If written as $25.5, children may
confuse this with $25.05.

e Some pupils may have the misconception
that more coins means more money.

e Volume is a measure of
the ‘size’ of 3-
dimensional figures

Measure volumes of liquid in litres

Use the abbreviation ‘¢’ for litres

Compare and order volumes of liquid in
litres

Solve word problems involving volumes of
liquid

Solve a non-routine problem involving
volume

1) Use everyday examples to develop a sense of 1
litres using mineral water/cooking oil/syrup. Also
compare the different shaped containers with the
same volume. For example, a 2-litres bottle cooking
oil with a 2-litres bottle of syrup.

Note:
Children may relate the volume of water with the water
level when we pour water into another container.

Re-emphasize that although the water has different
shapes in different containers, the volume of water did
not change,; it is still the same amount of water poured
from 1 container to another.
