Lesson Focus – Term 3 

 

Addition and Subtraction within 1000 
Pupils will learn to add and subtract numbers within 1000. 

 

Key Concepts Learning Objectives Math Vocabulary 
 

• Parts are added to make 
up a whole 

• A whole is the sum of 
different parts 

• Comparing numbers 
enables us to see the 
value of a number in 
relation to other numbers 

• Add up to 3-digit numbers without/with regrouping using standard 
algorithm 

• Subtract up to 3-digit numbers without/with regrouping using standard 
algorithm 

• Add ones, tens or hundreds to a 3-digit number mentally 

• Subtract ones, tens or hundreds from a 3-digit number mentally 

• Relate an appropriate bar model as a representation of a given situation in 
a word problem

models  

 

Multiplication Tables of 3 and 4 
Pupils will learn how to skip-count, multiply and divide numbers within the multiplication tables of 3 and 4. 

 

Key Concepts Learning Objectives Remarks 
 

• Multiplication is 
conceptualised from 
repeated addition of equal-
sized groups of objects 

• Division is conceptualised 
as equal sharing or equal-
sized grouping of objects 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

• Relate equal-sized groups of 3 or 4 as multiplication 

• Count in steps of 3 and 4 to find multiplication facts of 3 and 4 
respectively 

• Write multiplication equations for given situations using the 
multiplication sign ‘×’  

• Compute the multiplication facts of 3 and 4 mentally 

• Identify number patterns seen in the multiplication of 3 and 4 

• Relate division concept as equal sharing of objects into 3 or 4 
groups 

• Relate division concept as equal grouping of 3 or 4 objects 

• Write division equations for given situations using the division sign 
‘÷’ 

• Compute the division facts of 3 and 4 mentally 

• Make a family of multiplication and division facts 

• Solve 1-step word problems involving multiplication and division 
within the multiplication tables of 3 and 4 

• Pupils to commit to memory 
multiplication facts of 3 and 4 

• Pupils may practise grouping 
objects into groups of 3 and 4 

• Pupils have to relate 
multiplication facts to division 
facts and write a family of 
multiplication and division 
facts.  
Example: 3×4=12, 4×3=12, 
12÷3=4, 12÷4=3 

• Pupils may make multiplication 
or division stories using objects 
found at home 

 



MONEY 

Key Concepts Specific Instructional Objectives Remarks 
 

• Money is used as a 
measure of value or worth  

• Money is used as a means 
to exchange for something 
that is worth the monetary

• Count amounts of money in dollars and cents 

• Read and write money in decimal notation 

• Make up an amount of money using different 
denominations 

• Convert an amount of money in decimal notation to 
cents only and vice versa 

• Compare two or three amounts of money 

• Arrange amounts of money in order from the 
smallest amount to the greatest amount or vice 
versa 

• Solve word problems involving money in dollars 
only (or in cents only) 

• Add and subtract amounts of money 

• Make word problems involving addition and 
subtraction of money (in dollars or in cents only) 

• Solve a real-life problem for developing decision-
making skills 

 
 
 
 

1) Read the prices of items from supermarket 
advertisement or grocery shopping list. 
Encourage pupils to write the prices in dollars 
and cents and in decimal notation. For example, 
we say $3.40 as 3 dollars and 40 cents. Play 
games like monopoly to reinforce concept. 

2) Emphasize that the dollars and cents are to be 
read and added separately; we cannot add 
cents to dollars and vice-versa straightaway 
without converting them to the same units. 

• Although sometimes $2.50 is read as 
two-fifty, it does not mean we can add 
them straight-away as in 2 + 50 = 250) 

3) Use different combinations of money to make up 
a given amount. For example, $2 can be made 
up of two $1 coins, four 50 cents coins, etc. 
Encourage pupils to write in different ways.  
For example 2 dollars can be written as $2, 
$2.00, 200 cents. 

4) Use money to add and subtract. Encourage 
pupils to guess how much the grocery will cost 
altogether and guess the change while 
shopping.  

5) Get pupils to write up a shopping list for dinner, 
for example when given $50. Calculate cost of 
grocery and calculate change if any. 
- Write $25.50 instead of $25.5. Some 

supermarkets/shops may be using this 
notation. If written as $25.5, children may 
confuse this with $25.05. 

- Some pupils may have the 
misconception that more coins means 
more money.

Pupils will learn to recognise fractions as one or more equal parts of a whole.
